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By-Laws:

I. Any purchases made by the President or Treasurer may be overruled by a vote of a quorum of members by public ballot.  A motion must be made by an agreement of two (2) officers at a meeting.  The vote will immediately follow the motion, with a simple majority vote needed to overrule the purchase.

II. Any appointment of positions made by the President may be overruled by a vote of a quorum of members by public ballot.  A motion must be made by an agreement of two (2) officers at a meeting.  The vote will immediately follow the motion, with a simple majority vote needed to overrule the appointment.
III. A member can only be removed from “good standing” for detrimental behavior by (2) two officers. If the infraction occurs at an event, then the event’s Special Event Coordinator counts as (1) one officer. A member can also be removed from “good standing” by the Treasurer and any consenting officer for monetary issues. Loss of “good standing” in the organization will result in disbarment from special events but not weekly meetings.


In any event of loss of “good standing” an appeal may be made to the 


officer and general body of the organization at the current, or in cases 


where loss of “good standing” occurs during a special event, the next 


meeting. A majority vote by the general body of the organization or an 


agreement by (3) three officers may put a member back in “good 



standing”.



Expulsion from the group will only be resorted to in extreme 



circumstances. A Vote of Expulsion can only be brought when the 



President, Vice-President and another officer are in agreement. The vote is 

then put to the body of the organization and a quorum must be present. 


Before the vote occurs, the offending individual has a right to speak before 

the body of the organization in their defense.



In the event of expulsion, any fees previously paid are forfeit and will not 


be refunded. Members thus expelled may re-apply for membership at the 


beginning of the semester following their expulsion pursuant to the 


approval of the current President and Vice-President.
Rules for Special Events:
I. All By-Laws are applicable and enforceable at all GOSU special events.

II. During the duration of the special event, the Special Event Coordinator appointed by the President for the specific event will have all the powers and responsibilities of an officer, and should be treated as one.

III. Cheating of any kind at an official event will not be tolerated.  Members found cheating at official special events will be subject to disciplinary action up to and including expulsion.  Cheating for the purposes of GOSU is defined as the uses of external modifications, code manipulation, or known game-engine exploits to achieve an advantage.  Per game specific definitions may be announced before commencement of a special event.
IV. Any material deemed offensive by community and university standards will not be tolerated.
V. Any display or exchange that is detrimental or harmful to the organization will not be tolerated.

VI. Any technical difficulties of the GOSU network caused by a member’s machine will be subject to removal from the network.

VII. Any activity that causes harm to GOSU equipment or the property of others will not be tolerated.

VIII. No drugs or alcohol will be permitted.

Any member found in violation of any of the above rules will be subject to Disciplinary Action, up to and including loss of “Good Standing” and Expulsion in extreme cases.
